DELIVERY.  Sign up by entering your address - this even works if you have a Post Office Box.  Create a 
User Name and a Password and with your E-mail address you will receive an E-mail - usually about 9AM 
with images of each mail piece that will be delivered to you that day. 
 
This is about 90% accurate......the only things NOT shown are the weekly 
"junk fliers" and some magazines.  You will see images of bills, letters, business type mail. and you will 
see if you have any packages coming that day.  For PO Box holders, this will save you a trip driving to the 
Post Office......you CAN actually know if you have mail or not!
